Updates:
· Two conference calls have been held with the Conference Committee and our next call is scheduled for February 25th.  Our goal is to have all session topics finalized after that call.

· The VASFAA Board approved a day rate of $115 for either Monday or Tuesday of the conference so this will be built into the on-line registration process.  Our target for bringing up the conference registration process is early March.  

· A tentative conference agenda is attached and has been discussed by the Conference committee.

· Greg Martin has confirmed his participation in the conference and will travel in on Sunday so that he can kick off the conference first thing Monday morning.  We have also tentatively scheduled him to do a Town Hall format on Wednesday morning.

· The theme for the Banquet night will be a “VASFAA County Fair” with a buffet of fair type foods for dinner followed by games.

· Sheila Nelson-Hensley has selected the Star Achievers Academy to be the charity project for this year’s conference and is working with a sub-committee that will decide how funds will be raised for it.

· Biz and Zita will be meeting with the hotel during this VASFAA Board meeting to finalize meeting space needs and to secure current food prices so that Jackie Bell can work on the meals.  

· Two e-mails have been sent via the VASFAA listserv announcing that hotel reservations can be made.  Additionally, an e-mail was sent with a “Call for Sessions” form to solicit ideas from the membership on training needs.
