records of money earned

* 2007 Federal Income Tax Return for you and your parents/spouse

* 2007 family’s untaxed income records - Social Security,
Temporary Assistance to Needy Families, welfare or verterans
benefits records

e Family’s current bank statements

e Family’s current investment records such as business and
investment mortgage information, business and farm records,
stocks, bonds, and other investment records

* Alien registration card (if you are not a U.S. citizen)
